Teacher greets the students.
2. Teacher has students see the title of the reading and read it out.
3. Teacher invites students to see the pictures on page 7 and 8 and write down their
predictions for the content of reading on the reading worksheet (Appendix 1).
4. Teacher leads students to read the first paragraph to make sure if their predictions
are correct.
5. Teacher summarizes the first paragraph —the three ways they can use to spot fake
news.

Tasks

1. Let’s Get In

(1) Teacher plays the video of the reading for the first time without captions and
subtitles to see how much the students understand the content of reading through
listening.

(2) After watching the video, teacher invites the students to orally share what they see
or hear in the video.

2. Let’s Go Deep

(1) Teacher asks the students to finish the mind map part of the reading worksheet
(Appendix 1) by asking them the following questions:

»  Q 1: What are the three ways to spot fake news?

» Q2: How can we check the sources?




» Q 3: How can we check if the information in the news is true?
(2) Teacher introduces the fake news by doing the following steps:
»  Step 1: Teacher shows two pictures to the students and asks them Yes/No ques-
tions:
% Q 1: Is the person A trying to hurt B?
% Q 2: Is the prince doing something impolite?
»  Step 2: Teacher shows the students the two pictures again to tell them the truth of
the pictures.
»  Step 3: Teacher asks the students why they felt the pictures in that way, and then
introduces the definitions of fake news:
* fake news--false stories that appear to be news, spread on the internet or using
other media, usually created to influence political views or as a joke

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3. Let’s Check Out
(1) Teacher asks students to read the first news on the worksheet (Appendix 3) by
themselves. After reading it, they have to discuss with their group members to tell
whether the news is true or not (Appendix 4).
(2) Teacher invites the students to share their ideas and plays the reading video for the
second time with captions and subtitles to help the students understand the whole

reading.

5 mins

1. Teacher recapitulates the main points of today’s lesson.
2. Teacher reminds students of the assignments they have to complete before the next
class. (Finish doing the ORID Worksheet on Appendix 2 and analyzing the second

news on Appendix 3)
